FEBRUARY 10, 2011

Co-chair Will Delaney called the meeting to order at 10:00 am.  

Andy Hestness moved approval of the Agenda with the addition of reports from Lt Johnson and CPS Carla Nielson, Mary Watson seconded, motion carried.  Mary Watson moved approval of the February 2011 Minutes, Andy Hestness seconded, motion carried.

Attendees introduced themselves.
Lt. Johnson reported that things are relatively quiet in Ventura Village and most of Sector 1.  The areas near Franklin & Chicago Avenues are still problems afternoons, evenings and ove night.  A Booking Van sometimes parks in Peavey Park and arrests people through the evening.  The 3rd Precinct is taking ownership of Peavey Park because the Park Police and Transit Police are not involved.  CJ has asked her supervisor to set up a meeting with those two authorities. There are 2011 Buy Back dollars available that she hopes to use in Peavey Park.

CPS Carla Nielson is now officed at the 3rd Precinct.  CJ is her supervisor and her hours vary.  She is the American Indian CPS.  She will have a booth at the American Indian Health Fair.  She will be coordinating all the 3rd Precinct Court Watch Groups and Gun Watch and Property Crime Court Watch.  Her new phone number is 612-673-2850.  She announced that the annual 3rd Precinct Open House will be May 16th over the lunch hour.  Carla will be coordinating a meeting to discuss pedestrian crossings on Franklin Ave.
Robert Albee reported that the Park Board has approved the leases for the Phillips Community Center and Ventura Village hopes to be in their new office by the beginning of May.  Other tenants include:  Waite House, Minnesota Swims, Running Wolf Fitness, A Program of Diabetics, and Gurinabad.  Ventura Village hopes to secure the first office near the West entrance for use by the Park Police and Minneapolis Police.
Robert Albee presented the redesign plans for Peavey Park that were developed by the University of Minnesota College of Urban Design in conjunction with the Ventura Village and West Phillips Neighborhoods.  Plans will be made available to the public in May through the Ventura Village Web Site.

Andy Hestness announced that Great Street Matching Grants for façade improvements will be made 
between Cedar Ave and 35W.  Andy said that FABA has submitted its plan to the City for additional bike racks along Franklin Avenue.  When approved he will talk with the affected businesses to ask for cooperation and financial help.
